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Your classroom leaves the “box”...learning goes outside,
you play as you learn and you learn as you play.

A square becomes round, a field becomes hilly, hot and sunny becomes cool
and shady. What was once just black, green and flat, becomes a tapesiry of
colours, textures, materials and levels.

Suddenly, all of your senses are stimulated - there are things to see, touch, taste,
hear and smell. You have to move -running, jumping, leaping or crawling —
because the wide open space is now a place to explore. There are destinations to
discover; every day of every season brings something new.

There is art everywhere you look — Nature’s palette is without limit. Science is in
everything you see - weather vanes are sculptures, play equipment is a means of
understanding concepts of gravity and velocity.

Nature’s elements become an endless obstacle course, testing physical strength,
endurance and balance. We learn about different ecosystems and native plants
because they are right there. We grasp the importance of plants to clean the
pollution out of the water after it rains. We understand, not because we have been
told, but because we have experienced first-hand.

What happens when you think outside the box?
The world comes alive and awakens the child in all of us.
